RIDE CATEGORIES:

AA - Flat, easy pace, open invitation ride typically 18 to 22 miles to coffee.  Average riding speed 10 to 12mph, depending on attendees.

A -   Easy(ish) possibly a few gentle climbs; some experience necessary, typically 22 to 28 miles to coffee. Average riding speed 12 to 15mph.

B -   Hills, experience and stamina necessary; typically 25 to 32 miles to coffee. Average riding speed 14 to 17mph.

C -   Long ride requiring very good stamina and food supplies. Check with Captain for details. Average riding speed 14 to 17mph.

Club rides are generally split into at least two groups, with a 'club' and 'sport' route which may need to go to different destinations if numbers dictate.

There will also be a Training Ride of around 3 hours with a coffee stop at the end in or around Gloucester. These rides do not follow the listing above.
